The European Audiovisual Observatory has developed considerable exper-
tise in the field of network management since its creation in 1992.

This network management is a constant and ongoing process involving 
the upkeep of existing contacts in each field of the Observatory’s activ-
ity as well as the establishment of new contacts in fields into which the 
Observatory is expanding its activities.

Network management also involves maintaining a dynamic relationship with each member of the 
network in order that the information flow between the Observatory and its suppliers be efficient 
and regular. 

Clearly, the advantage for each member of the information network lies not only in the opportunity 
to supply accurate and up-to-date information about a particular sector of the audiovisual indus-
try, or indeed about this sector in a particular country; the advantage also lies in being able to tap 
into all the information supplied by other members of the network, allowing comparative data 
analysis and benchmarking.

The European Audiovisual Observatory is always looking to expand its information network.  
It chooses network members primarily because of the quality and reliability of information they are 
able to supply.
